e Town of Apple Valley’s destiny was shaped in 1945 by Newton T. Bass and J.W Westland, two old wild
atters, whose efforts developed Apple Valley into the high desert’s premiere residential community.

The Town of Apple Valley was incorporated in 1988 and extends 78.0 square miles.

Over the next 12 months over 1 million square feet of retail space will be under construction including theatres,
home improvement stores, supermarkets, pharmacy’s, and restaurants / eatery’s.

Wal-Mart's 1.34 million square foot distribution facility is fully operational with over 1,100 employees and future
plans to extend an additional 300,000 square feet.

Mal Riley will also develop the former “Silverado” center at the southwest corner. It will consist of over +375,000
sq. ft. of retail.

The Lewis Group of Companies has recently received approval for a +488,666 sq. ft. retail/commercial project.
The “Town Center” will have over 2,600 parking places and be anchored by a 175,000 sq. ft. “Super Target.”

“The Apple Valley Commons” located on Hwy 18 & Dale Evans Parkway developed by the Lewis Group of
Companies will be anchored by a £175,000 sq. ft.
